Loan sharks are people who lend money to others illegally without an official
license from the Office of Fair Trading. Because they are not regulated they tend
to avoid all paperwork, bump up the interest and even bully their borrower's into
repayments. Loan sharks usually target vulnerable people, single mums, people
with bad credit ratings amongst others and some can display extreme aggression
and violence towards borrower's.

Weapon is a Filler about empowerment, as loan sharks are illegal money lenders,
people borrowing are being encouraged to report them and end the cycle of
bullying and out of control debt problems. The woman in Weapon is someone who
has borrowed from a loan shark and we see her being pursued by him as she
tries to get away. The woman is scared and looks very distressed. When she
realises the man has her trapped she starts typing in the telephone helpline
number into her phone which in turn gives the man shocks through his body. The
man stops moving towards the woman and she stands tall feeling empowered as
she has sought help.There is help out there so don't suffer in silence if you are the
victim of a loan shark!
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There can be lots to think about when
preparing for a holiday to ensure your
trip goes as smoothly as possible. Valid
passport, travel documents and
itinerary, even the luggage weight and
size. But whatever you pack for your
trip to Europe make sure it includes a
European Health Insurance Card
(EHIC). It will cover all or most of the
cost of necessary medical treatment in
Europe, so you don't have to worry
about it!
